4x6 photos and/or JPEG or TIFF files saved to a CD representative of your original work),
checks and a self-addressed, stamped envelope (SASE) must be mailed to:

Your slides, photos, or CD will be returned to you at the Fair.
Entries must be postmarked by:
February 28, 2007.

No refunds after April 1, 2007
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Appropriate media includes: 
Oil, watercolor, pastel, acrylic, printmaking, pen & ink, pencil, photography, porcelain, hand-thrown pot-
tery, handcrafted jewelry, metal work, stained glass, weaving, sculpture and fine crafts. Artists are encour-
aged to demonstrate their skills and techniques. All entries must be original work of the artist and priced 
for sale.

Display: 
Display spaces will be approximately 12’ x 12’. Spaces will be assigned. Tents are optional; however, all spaces 
are in the open air. Set up will take place between 7:30 and 9:30 Saturday morning. Friday tent setup will be 
allowed after 3:30pm. Security will not be provided. Setup is “at your own risk.” Artists must furnish their 
own tents, display materials, tables, chairs, and necessary electrical cords, as well as protection from wind, 
rain and sun. Displaying artists must be present to represent their work. Dismantling early is prohibited.

Liability: 
Each artist is responsible for the care, safety and security of his/her property, material and supplies. The 
eureka! Lilac Festival and Fine Arts Fair, the Walnut Grove Fine Arts Association, the City of Eureka and 
Eureka College accept no responsibility or liability for accidental damage, theft, vandalism, or lost property.

Food and comfort: 
Food and restroom facilities are available. Anyone requiring handicap accessibilities should check the 
appropriate box on the entry form.

Reception: 
New! Wine and hors d’oeuvres artist reception including the naming of next years “featured artist”.  Each 
artist should select one piece, representative of his or her work for a preview exhibition on Friday evening, 
April 20th. This will be an opportunity for the public to preview art selections and for artists to meet pro-
spective patrons.
